The average duration of study is four years including basic study in building and construction, a total of five semesters in a school and 72 weeks of workplace training. The main objective of the study programme in housebuilding is for students to gain understanding, knowledge and skill to take on all construction work in the building and construction trade, whether workshop and interior fittings work, outdoor and indoor work on a construction site, or repair and reconstruction work. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master’s craftsman examination.

Furniture upholstering (HB9)

Furniture upholstering is a certified trade. The average duration of study is four years. The main objective of the study programme is for students to gain the knowledge and skills to assume the tasks of the trade, that primarily incorporate upholstering and covering of new and used furniture, movable walls, partitions and the like, and covering internal fixtures in automobiles. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master’s craftsman examination. The organisation of the study programme is currently under review. Further information is given by the Ministry of Education, Division of Curriculum.

Technical study in a vocational study programme

Cabinetmaking is a certified trade. The average duration of study is four years including basic study in building and construction, a total of five semesters in a school and 72 weeks of workplace training. The objective of the study programme is for students to gain understanding, knowledge and skill to assume the tasks of the trade, i.e. to construct, renovate and repair furniture, internal fixtures, doors, windows, wooden staircases, among other things, and to undertake diverse specialised carpentry work using solid wood and plates. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master’s craftsman examination.

Technical study on a contractual basis

House painting is a certified trade. The average duration of study is four years including basic study in building and construction, a total of four semesters in a school and 96 weeks of workplace training. The objective of the study programme is for students to gain understanding, knowledge and skill to assume all common tasks of the trade, from an assessment of the condition of a surface to the final finishing with a suitable material. Also to carry out various specialised tasks such as applying sandfill to buildings, diverse forms of decorative painting, sign making, and performing of various traditional craft work such as marble and wood replicas. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master´s craftsman examination.

Technical study in a vocational study programme

Masonry is a certified trade. The average duration of study is four years including basic study in building and construction, a total of five semesters in a school and 72 weeks of workplace training. The objective of the study programme is for students to gain understanding, knowledge and skill to assume the tasks of the trade, including basic digging and detonation, all types of concrete work, construction of structures and buildings using stones and bricks, plastering, floor installations and floor sanding, the laying and affixing of tiles and natural stone, iron reinforcements and insulation for masonry work. Also construction and laying of stones indoors and outdoors, along with masonry, concrete and tile repairs and the use of masonry systems, indoors and outdoors. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master´s craftsman examination.

The average duration of study is four years including basic study in building and construction, a total of four semesters in a school and 96 weeks of workplace training. The objective of the study programme is for students to gain understanding, knowledge and skill to lay geothermal, consumer water and sewage systems, and various specialised systems in buildings and structures, distribution systems for water and geothermal distribution, and external drainage systems, along with installation of equipment and machinery that is connected to and directs such systems. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master´s craftsman examination.

The average duration of study is four years including basic study in building and construction, a total of three semesters in a school and 120 weeks of workplace training. The objective of the study programme is for students to gain understanding, knowledge and skill to prepare floors, walls, ceilings, doors, tables and other surfaces, indoors and outdoors, for the laying of linoleum, plates, carpeting, canvas, and more, as well as to lay these materials, put finishing touches on floorboards and profiles, and to repair those if needed. The study programme concludes with a journeyman’s examination that provides qualifications to work in the trade and to enter a study programme leading to a master´s craftsman examination.
