The student must choose at least three subjects as area of specialisation subjects, either in addition to the core subjects, or as new subjects. Total studies in an area of specialisation and programme core subject must amount to at least nine credit units.  Students in the study programme in business and economics can also take up to 12 credits in the area of specialisation of other study programmes as part of their area of specialisation, although there must be at least nine credit units in a given subject.
